UTILITY BILLS

Utility Bills are done each Qtr. (3/31, 6/30, 9/30, & 12/31).  Payment of bill is due by the 20th of the following month.  All balances that are delinquent by Oct. 20th must be paid by Nov 1st each year.  If they are not paid by Nov. 1st, the balance due will be applied to the Property Tax Roll.  Bills can be paid by mail, in person, payment drop box or online at villageofpound.com.  Notice to property owners:  It is ILLEGAL to discharge your Sub Pump into the sanitary sewer, per Ordinance #U-005.  Sub pumps must discharge outside onto your lawn, ditches or storm sewer.  Violation of this Ordinance is a penalty of $2,500.00 per day per violation as per ordinance.
ADDRESS 

All properties must have their property address posted on the front of the building.  Your address must be clearly identified from the roadway.  These numbers help our local EMS, P.D. & Fire Dept. identify the correct property for your safety.  The address needs to be legible in the evening hours, as well as during the day.  Reflective numbers and letters may be purchased at Ace Hardware. 

PROPERTY CLEANLINESS

All residents, landlords, businesses, and churches are responsible for keeping their properties clean, mowed, and free of excess debris.  The appearance of ones’ property does have an effect on others that live in the same community.  We all like to live in a community that takes pride in its appearance and is concerned about the safety and welfare of its residents.  You can help by keeping your property neat and clean, so we can all be proud of our community and our homes!          

TAX COLLECTION HOURS

Tax Collection is held during Clerk Hours (See hours above) or can be paid online at villageofpound.com during property tax season.  All full & 1st payments will be collected by the clerk until January 31st each year.  If you are unable to pay your taxes at the Village Hall, you may mail tax payment to: Village Treasurer, 2002 Cty.Q, Pound, WI. 54161.  If you pay your taxes in cash, you must have the exact amount.  Please check your Property Tax Bill for any incorrect information.  Please make all necessary corrections. 

GARBAGE COLLECTION

Garbage pick up is on Wednesdays at 7:00am.  Bagged garbage with a Village Of Pound pink tag must be at roadside before 7:00am on Wednesdays.  To have your garbage picked up in the Village Of Pound, your garbage must be bagged with a Village Of Pound “pink” garbage tag attached to each item being picked up.  If garbage is not tagged with pink tag, is too heavy, or is tied together with other bags, your garbage will not be picked up.  The tags can be purchased at Village Hall, Ace Hardware, or R-Store for a fee $0.50/tag.  
RECYCLING 

Village residents are encouraged to recycle items such as aluminum cans, tin cans, glass, bottles, plastic milk & soda jugs, newspaper, magazines, metal, major appliances, etc…  The Recycling Center is located on 19th/18th Rd in Town of Beaver.  Directions are as follows: Bus. 141 north to Beaver; take Cty. P west to 19th Rd.; north on 19th Rd that turns into 18th Rd…go until you see the Recycling Center on the right side of the road.  Recycle Center hours: Wednesday 3:30pm-6:30pm & Saturday from 8:00am-noon.  Please donate your aluminum to can bin in front of Fire Dept at 4011 Bus.141… all proceeds going towards Park improvements.
DOG & CAT OWNERS

All dogs and cats 5 months of age or older must be licensed every year.  Licenses fees are as follows: 
Neutered Males-$3.00 / Males-$8.00 / Neutered Females-$3.00 / Females-$8.00
Rabies vaccinations is required and dogs &/or cats must be revaccinated before the immunization date expires.  Licenses will not be issued without proof of vaccination and date.  The information needed to license a dog is as follows:

Owners’ name & address - Name of Dog - Sex, Breed, & Color - Vaccine Mfg., Serial No., & Expiration date
